The Scheme

The Board will provide 64 nos. of dwelling units in 4 nos. - 4 storied walk-up type blocks with 16 nos, flats/block
behind the towers of "Ruchira Residency". The dwelling units will be allotted on the basis of a lottery and handed
over fo the successful allottee(s) by 31st December 2004, subject to the condition that the common areas
and facilities are taken over by the Co-operative Housing Society/Apartment Owners' Association or any other
owner's body, which will be constituted amongst the successful and bonafide allottees of the Board.

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General Facilities of the Project

Electricity Arrangement - There will be provision for internal electrification
for each dwelling unit and allottee(s) will have to make their own arrangement
with CESC Ltd. for Electric connection through individual meter for individual
unit. Internal roads, path ways and compound lights will be provided within
the Housing Complex. Eleciricity connections for common areas will be through
common meters which will be sole responsibility of Co-operative Housing
Society/Apartment Owners’ Association or any other institutional bedy to be
formed by the allottees of the project.

Water Supply Facilities - Water supply connections are provided for each
unit. Water supply arrangements will be provided through internal Pipe Line
Grids supplying water to the overhead water tank on the roof of each building
by pumping from semi under ground reservoirs. Taxes of water are to be paid
by the dllottee(s) as per rule of water providing autharity, Deep tubewell along
with motor pump will be provided by the Board subject to prior approval from
the competent authority/KMC, but the responsibility of maintenance for entire
water supply arrangement would be under Institutional Body/Cooperative
Housing Society or Apartment Owners’ Association formed by the allottees of
the project.

Sewerage Facilities - Sewerage lines shall be laid and connected to each
dwelling unit. Kitchen waste water and rain water and other surface water will
be disposed through internal surface drain. If however, a sewerage treatment
plant is provided, the same will have to be maintained & run by the Insitutional
Body/Co-operative Housing Society or Apartment Owners’ Associafion as
stated earlier, jointly with other associations of other projects.

Internal Roads, Pathways and Others - Internal roads, path ways
and a small Tot lot with street light are also to be provided within the compound
which will also be maintained by the organised body as stated earlier.

General Terms of Sale

As soon as the common facilities of a project are ready, the same would be

handed over to the Housing Co-operative/Residents' Association or the group
of all the allottees who were already allotted dwelling units. They would receive
the same individually and on behalf of all other allottees/future allottees of the
project. Those future allottees selected subsequently to first lottery, as and when

they receive their allotment would become member of the registered/unregistered
body compulsorily.

No Co-operative Housing Society/Apartment Owners' Association or Residents'
Association would charge any money even in the name of Arrear Maintenance
fee or deposit save and except the following :

= Proportionate deposit made by the Association to the CESC.
= Such proportionate deposit, if any, made to the Corporation or other agencies




like CMWSA, efc. for supply of drinking water and for providing civic
amenities.

= Twenty percent of the Maintenance Charge levied by the Association per
resident starting from the date of common area handover to the date of
pOssession,

= Any membership fees/deposits which has been charged to all earlier allottees
from the date of taking over the possession of dwelling units.

West Bengal Housing Board would draw up a panel of advocates from which
the allofttees/ societies should select one or more for registration of dwelling
units at the rate fixed and published by the Board for each registration and this
would be binding on the society/advocate. The allottees, on receipt of the
Execution Notice issued by the Board, would purchase the sale deed papers
from the Bank of Maharashtra, WBHB branch or other Bank as may be indicated,
at the pre-fixed rate and after obtaining signatures from the society on the duly
stamped deed, would submit to the Board for execution. The said
Society/Association/Group of allotiees collectively, whether registered or
unregistered, shall put its seal and signature of the authorized office bearer
without any question whenever asked to do so by WBHB on this count. The
allottees are, however, would be at liberty to choose any advocate out of the
empanelled advocates or one from outside but in the later case Board would
not entertain any complaint regarding advocates' activities.

Who Can Apply

= Any adult Indian citizen, Non Resident Indian (NRI) or People of Indian
Origin (PIO) who are eligible for Co-operative membership are eligible to
apply for any dwelling unit, provided the requirement of income criterion
is met. Here for LIG units, application for enly one dwelling unit could be
made. Joint applications may be accepted by the Board only for the members
of the same family which includes husband, wile, dependent parents and
dependent children,

= Anyone who obtained allotment of flat/house/plot from the Beard earlier
will not have the eligibility to apply under this scheme.

= |f more than one member of the same family applies for purchase of o
dwelling unit under this LG scheme, he/she must disclose the information
in the application form. Failure to do so shall be the sufficient ground to
reject the application without further correspondence.. In the event of an
applicant becoming successhul in the lottery of allotment in more than one
housing scheme, the same has to be disclosed.

= |f the member of the same family is successful in lottery to get more than one
dwelling units, only one dwelling unit shall be allotted as per option of them.

= The Board however, has its every right to relax any of the Terms and
Conditions of Allotment without any reason what-so-ever,
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which the application is made whether tax pdyer or non-tax payer, Income
Tax Clearance Certificate or signed with sealed acknowledgement by the
Income Tax Officer in acknowledgement for submission of Income Tax Return
in which gross income must be shown.

In the case of pension holders, they have to furnish along with the application
necessary documents indicating pension.

= An applicant desiring to be considered for allotment from reserved quota
except Chairman’s Quota/Staff Quota must produce documents to fulfil the
criteria indicated below :

» Applicant desiring fo be considered for allotment from SC/ST Quota must
produce attested photocopy of the Caste/Tribe Certificate in the prescribed
form from the appropriate authority.

e Applicant desiring to be considered for allotment from Physically
Handicapped Quota must attach with application an attested photocopy
of the certificate from a competent authority.

e Applicant desiring to be considered for allotment from the Defence/
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
